“Christ Is Risen” Scholarship 

Holy Family Catholic Community will award two $500 scholarships to students who, along with their 
parents, have been registered members of Holy Family Catholic Community for at least one year prior 
to applying for the scholarship.  Students must have received the Sacrament of Confirmation to be 
eligible to apply. 

Students who have successfully completed high school in the spring of 2021 and are entering their first 
year of continuing education at either an accredited university/college or technical college may apply 
for this scholarship.  An essay answering specific questions, a completed scholarship application, a 
letter of recommendation and a copy of your educational institution acceptance letter must be 
received either by email to Michelle Ludtke, Director of Parish Operations, at michellel@hffdl.org or be 
given in person to her at the parish office at 271 Fourth Street Way, Fond du Lac, by no later than 4 
p.m. on Tuesday, July 6, 2021. 

Two applicants will be chosen by the Scholarship Committee under the supervision of the Director of 
Parish Operations to receive the scholarship.  Please follow the criteria listed below: 

Criteria for Applicants 

1. Provide a copy of your acceptance letter to an accredited university/college or technical 
college. 

2. You and your parents must have been an active member of Holy Family Catholic Community 
for at least one year prior to applying for the scholarship (we will verify that on our data 
base which now includes the former parishes of Our Risen Savior and Presentation of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary). 

3. Complete the application on the following page. 
4. Submit one letter of recommendation. 
5. Complete an essay based on the posed questions (see application page). 
6. Return completed application, letter of recommendation, copy of your acceptance letter, and 

your essay by 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 6, 2021, to Michelle Ludtke, Director of Parish 
Operations, either via email at michellel@hffdl.org, or in person at the parish office, 271 Fourth 
Street Way, Fond du Lac. Please be aware that some of your documents must be scanned if 
submitted electronically.

Holy Family will then draft a check made out to 
your educational institution. This check will be mailed to you, which you can then give to the 
business office at your educational institution to apply to your account.
