In Acts of the Apostles Section 2,

as seen specifically in the stories of St. Stephen and St. Paul —and the newfound baptismal union that Christ calls His missionary

In this video, Mark emphasizes the
humanity of the Church and the importance of prayer through the example of the apostles —

that the Church is at her best when she parks her humanity and gives way to God’s divinity. Through this Section, we are
empowered to enact the power and leadership of the Holy Spirit in all that we say and do.

In Acts of the Apostles Section 4,

Mark Hart concludes his teaching of the Acts of the Apostles with chapters 17-28. In this final part of this video series, Mark
sheds light on the “why” of Paul’s conversion, work, and sacrifice as rooted in love of Christ and neighbor, and encourages us —
as the apostles exemplified throughout all of Acts —

to remain steadfast in the work of evangelization. This last Section implores us with a final wish: that we may be patient,
thoughtful, and courageous in our work to draw souls closer to Christ.
