A letler from your Holy Family Priest | “Walch!”
Brothers and sisters in the Lord,
A blessed new year to all of you! As we celebrate this first Sunday of Advent, we also begin a new liturgical year. With that is also the
opportunity to make a new year’s resolution - to receive the love of God and to love Him in return with greater fervor. What more beautiful
of a resolution can we make? And what more beautiful way to prepare ourselves for the birth of the King of kings than by making such a
resolution.

The final word of our Gospel today, “Watch!”, offers great insight on how to achieve this resolution. On one hand, it exhorts us to repent of
our sins and be ready to meet God at the end of our lives, whenever that might be. Additionally, though, our Lord encourages us that to
“watch” is to be aware of His grace in every moment of our lives. In whatever circumstance we find ourselves in, the joys and sorrows of life,
the Lord exhorts us to “Watch!”- to keep our eyes firmly fixed on Him. He, Jesus, who in our joy, success, and growth, reveals the power of
His grace. That same Jesus, though, reveals Himself too in our failings, struggles, and even our sins. If we keep our eyes open, we will see
Him in everything. We see Him in mourning the death of a loved one, in a struggle with declining health, in a struggle to overcome a habitual
sin, and so many others. As St. John of Avila says so beautifully: “A simple ‘Blessed be God’ in adversity is worth more than a thousands acts
of thanksgiving in prosperity.” Those moments which are often so painful and difficult, are not merely moments to “get through,” but to
remain with the Lord in His passion, and to watch for the outpouring of His grace in ours. In doing so, we receive the love of God and grow

in our ability to love Him more ardently.

A blessed Advent to each of you. Please know of my gratitude and prayers for you and your families. It is a joy to be your priest!
