Have fun from morning through night! The day will begin with a French Toast Breakfast
from 8:30 to 11:00 am, with pulled pork sandwiches, mac and cheese, Hispanic food,
sweet treats, and refreshments available from noon on. Beer, water, soda, and other
refreshments will be available for purchase. Activities available throughout the day
include: inflatable obstacle course and bounce house, inflatable axe throwing, balloon
twister, basket raffle, 50/50 raffle, human slot machine, unique games provided by the
Holy Family Warming Shelter, and horse-drawn wagon rides.
