I invite you to consider praying the following prayer below, entitled “The Litany of Humility,” written by Servant of God, Rafael Cardinal
Merry del Val.

0 Fesus, meek and humble of heart, Hear me.

From the desire of being esteemed, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the desire of being loved, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the desire of being extolled, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the desire of being honored, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the desire of being praised, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the desire of being preferred to others, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the desire of being consulted, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the desire of being approved, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the fear of being humiliated, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the fear of being despised, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the fear of suffering rebukes, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the fear of being calumniated, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the fear of being forgotten, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the fear of being ridiculed, Deliver me, O Fesus.

From the fear of being wronged, Deliver me, O Fesus. From the fear of being suspected, Deliver me, O Fesus.

That others may be loved more than I, Fesus, grant me the grace to desire it. That others may be esteemed more than I, Jesus, grant me the grace to
desire it.

May God bless us all with a deeper
gift of the virtue of humility, so that we may see ourselves as God sees us, and know that every good we have comes from God as a pure gift (St.
